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As promised in the last newsletter, this month we will look at the incredible life of Harry Winston, another inspiration for Jacque.

Harry Winston – The King of Diamonds”

The best friend of a movie star, Harry Winston, was born on the 1st of March 1896 to a Ukrainian, who started him into the jewellery business.  After his mother’s death he was moved to Los Angeles where his father opened a jewellery company.  He certainly followed the old adage, location, location, location…
It is a popular belief that Harry, aged 12, bought a piece of jewellery spotted in a pawn shop for 25c.  Two days later he sold the ring from the junk tray for $800.00.  It is not hard to see that Harry has an eye for special jewellery and had a great business mind.  He dropped out of school at 15 and spent his time getting wealthy oil prospectors to part with their money for expensive gemstones.

He spent a few years trading diamonds on the New York Diamond Exchange which proved his business acumen, and from this he opened his first business, the Premier Diamond Company.  He then went from strength to strength in banking and real estate.  The newspapers cottoned onto this young man when he bought BJ “Lucky” Baldwin’s famous jewellery collection.  This collection had the largest diamond ever sold in the US – a 39carat emerald cut diamond and one of the largest rubies in the world, a 26 carat stone.
At the early age of 36, he dumped Premier to start Harry Winston Inc, which has recently been voted the finest jeweller in the world by high end customers.  He became famous for wreath and leaf designs with smaller designs, but almost always with diamonds.  The stones always dictated the designs.  He also moved away from Yellow Gold and even through the depression he flourished due to his publicity and his putting plans into action in tough times.

He paid $700 000.00 for the Jonker Diamond, a 767 carat South African stone.  The insurance companies turned there backs on him, so he commissioned a Russian cutter to turn this stone into 12 smaller diamonds, thus making him over $2 million.  Being an astute businessman he once said: “My father was always afraid the jewels would possess me… sometimes I think he was right.”  In 1949 he bought the Hope Diamond, a stone with a superstitious past and it was doomed as being cursed.  The Million Dollar stone was sold to Louis XIV by a smuggler who was mauled by wild dogs.  The king died of small pox and his children were beheaded in the French revolution.  Thirty years after the king’s death the stone emerged as a re-cut 44.5 carat stone and was purchased by Henry Thomas Hope, after which the stone was named.  He gave his wife the stone and she ran off with another man and he had to sell it to avoid bankruptcy.  After passing through Pierre Cartier and Evalyn Walsh’s hands Harry put down $1.5 million for it and in 1958 donated it to the Smithsonian.  He sent it in a plain wrapped package.  This would be amongst many jewels he would donate to museums, ensuring that not only affluent people could marvel at the beautiful gems.
Even after his death in 1978, Harry Winston is the finest jeweller in the world and a popular choice on all the best Red Carpets during Award season.  To sum up, nobody said it better than Marilyn Monroe in “Diamonds Are a Girl’s Best Friend” when she said… “Talk to me Harry Winston, tell me all about it.” A genius designer with an eye for exquisite stones will live forever through his magnificent jewellery.

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It is not often that we settle for a third choice for a restaurant but our first two were fully booked or hosting a function, and as they say, Thank God for small mercies as it enabled us to experience a wonderful eatery.  The second you enter Geisha, you know that it is great – it is full and the energy is electric.  The staff is amazingly helpful and attentive.

The menu is a bit of an encyclopedia but after careful guidance from our waiter we opted to do the “done thing” at this restaurant, and order a few things and share.  This is a great way to experience more of the menu without being bloated.  We opted for a selection of Dim Sum which was simply delicious.  You are transported to a Far East country with every bite.

For mains we chose another selection of Wok fried sensations including Duck, Fish and Chicken – all were consumed with much mouth watering mutterings of favour and flavour.  Our wine glasses were continuously filled and when we got to the bottled water issue, we were presented with an inferior local brand or an international one.  As the local brand has had some bad publicity lately, we opted for the imported one, only to discover that this Norwegian water was R50 a bottle.  This could have been mentioned on ordering.
Geisha is a fab venue for a pre- Friday night out dinner or a place to people watch.  Whatever your other reason for visiting, make sure the first reason is for its fantastic food, incredible vibe and almost perfect service.  We look forward to our next visit.
